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What Do I Wear?

When coming to your dance classes you
should dress comfortably and with
layers, so as you get hot you can take
articles off. You should wear appropriate
foot wear that you can be comfortable in
but ladies if you're wearing heels on the
big day you should get used to moving in
similar foot wear. The wedding dress has
to be taken into account too. Is it tight
fitting, with a train or vail or does it have
hoops, these are thing the dance teacher
should know when starting your first
lesson.

The Lesson Itself.

What should I dance?: Most couples have a song that means something to them, this

is usually what we at Hurstville dance suggest you pick when deciding your song. We
have a large selection of music (over 10,000 tracks) to choose from so we can help
you decide what will suit your needs but remember musical taste is very personal.
